Stony Man Trail - 1.6 mile circuit, fairly easy hike from parking area

to spectacular view. Guidebook available at visitor center and trailhead.
Pets not allowed.

Little Stony Man - 0.9 mile round trip from the parking area, fairly easy
hike with views. Some steep sections.

Note: Round trip hikes proceed to a destination and return by the same
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route. Circuit hikes begin and end at the same point without retracing steps.
